It's January 21 at the Wickliffe Public Library

Thefirst public demonstration of Amateur Radio as
part of the Cleveland Ham Radio Promotion Project
will be coming up later this month. With co-
sponsorship by the Wicliffe Public Library, the
Saturday morning January 21 program is designed to
show the public the world of ham radio and steer
interested persons to an Amateur license.

The 21-minute video will provide an introduction to
Amateur Radio, with
appearances by several loca
hams, including Jeff,
WAB8SAJ, David, W8DDD,
Ken, KG8DN, and “Dege,”
WI1HEO among others.

Main segmentsinclude a
short history of wirelessand
the hams' role, a definition of
Amateur Radio and typical
home station, the international nature of contacts, public
service such as emergency communication during
hurricanes and floods, ham radio in the space age, the
Dayton Hamvention and how to become a licensed
radio ham.

“Some of our scenes are quite unique,” said W1HEO,
who served as a co-producer and writer of the video.

Radio classics

The Drake R-7 receiver
One of the best in 1980 and beyond

R.L. Drakereceiversenjoyed along run of popu-
larity, with its R4 line one of the best. When the
solid-state era arrived, the company put asideits
vacuum tube designs and moved ahead.

The R-7 receiver featured a 100% solid-state, syn-
thesized, broadband design. Model 1240 covered
from 0-30MHz, providing continuous tuning from
VLF through HF. Modd 1241 covered Amateur
bands from 160 to 10 meters. The R-7 received AM,
SSB, RTTY and CW modes. The receiver was of -
ten used in conjunction with the TR-7 transceiver.

Frequency readouts were
both ana-
log and
digita.

Front-

end cir-

cuitry
included a high- level dou-
ble balanced mixer and 48 MHz up-converted IF for
good general coverage, image rejection and strong
signal handling performance. Front-end bandpass
filters operated from VLF to HF. A preamp was ac-
tivated for al frequencies above 1.5 MHz.

Other features included alow distortion “ synchro-
phase’ AM detector for international broadcast re-
ception, atunable IF notch filter to null heterodynes,
and electronic passhand tuning that allowed adjust-
ment for any selectivity filter.

A built-in power supply operated from 100, 120,
200 or 240 volts AC or 13.8 volts DC. A built-in
speaker was included, along with a 25 kHz crystal
calibrator for calibration of the analog dial.

The digital readout aso functioned as a 150 MHz
counter. An optional NB-7A noise blanker was
available. The R-7 weighed 18.4 pounds and meas-
ured 13.6 inches wide by 4.6 inches high and 13
inches deep.

The Drake R-7 model 1240 genera coverage re-
ceiver sold for $1,295in 1980. The R-7 model 1241
for the Amateur bands retailed for $1,100.

ARRL asks BPL shutdown: A strongly worded letter to
the FCC asks that a Manassas, Virginia, BPL system be
shut down because it’ s still causing harmful interference.
Calling the BPL system “hopelesdy flawed,” the ARRL
said that meetings have failed to solve the problem, which
dates from early 2004. Communication Technologies
(COMTeK) operates the system over aloca power grid
using frequencies between 4 and 30 MHz. While admit-
ting to the interference, the firm also admitted that it was
unableto eliminateit. ARRL reminds the FCC that the
system doesn’t comply with Part 15 rules and should be
shut down.

ARRL toy drive: “Mission accomplished,” says ARRL
Delta Division Vice Director WD4Q, concerning the holi-
day toy drivefor kidsin the Gulf Coast area struck by
hurricane Katrina. Operated in conjunction with the Sal-
vation Army, the drive received 5,000 toys from hams,
plus $8,000 in cash contributions.

Vanity call processing. The FCC will resume processing
of vanity call sign applications January 4. It had sus-
pended processing in September as an indirect result of
hurricane-related extensions of certain deadlines.

Space station activity: The International Space Station
Commander, Bill McArthur, KC5ACR, is quite active
from space, signing NA1SS. Histwo-meter activity is
getting him interested in working al states, even conti-
nents and perhaps DXCC — all from space. McArthur is
about halfway through his six-month duty tour aboard the
space station. He's due to return to earth in April.

Hams & emergencies: A mountaintop hydroe ectric res-
ervoir in rura Reynolds County, Missouri, failed in De-
cember, releasing millions of gallons of water and result-
ing in ARES volunteers responding with communication
help. Also, anear blizzard Northeaster struck Eastern
Massachusetts in early December, prompting Skywarn
and ARES teams to active emergency networks.

Radio jammer convicted. Jack Gerritsen of Bell, Cali-
fornia, was found guilty of transmitting without alicense
plus willful and malicious interference with radio trans-
missions. Formerly KG6IRO, the man could bejailed for
up to 15 years. Heinterfered with MARS netsand U.S.
Coast Guard communications.

Radio history

The origins of CQ
From an article by Jeff, KH2PZ
Appearing in the WRECS newsletter

Ever wonder about CQ? Why do we call CQ,
and where did it originate? Well, it dates back to
the telegraphy era, as
do many ham terms.
It might be a short
version of the words,
“Seek you,” asin
looking for someone
to talk to.
There was adistress
call version used by
Marconi Co. ship-
board and coastal op-
erators which was
CQD (shown in the
poster illustration at
left). It was sent in let-
ters, unlike the later
SOS, which wasasin-
gle procedural signal. The letter “1” was used by
ships in distress, which meant, “Come Quickly.”

Thebook, “ Famous Sea Rescues,” notes that
in 1904, severa ships were equipped with wireless
telegraphy. British operators were nearly all for-
mer landline tel egraphers who brought along with
them their Morse code and many telegraphic ab-
breviations and signals. One of them was the gen-
eral call CQ, which was used to attract attention of
al operatorsalong awire.

The Mar coni Company, realizing the need for
astandard distress signal, issued a directive that
after February 1904 the call given by shipsindis-
tresswould be “CQD.” It pointed out that while
CQ was satisfactory for genera purposes, it didn’t
express the urgency of adistress signal.

This suggeststhat prior to this order, some ships
did use CQ asadistress call and possibly their
callsdidn’t draw the needed attention.

“This was before the twice-per-hour silent peri-
ods were created,” writes KH2PZ, “600 meters
was pure bedlam, and a CQ would have gone un-
heeded.”
